ASCA ANNUAL GRANTS AND NEA GRANTS TO ALASKA
ORGANIZATIONS
Numerous arts organizations across Alaska have recently received grants and awards from state,
regional and national grantmakers.

The Alaska State Council on the Arts, at their annual meeting June 4 and 5 in Ketchikan,
awarded over $350,000 in annual grants to 50 Alaskan arts organizations.

Outgoing Council Chair John Brower stated, “by awarding these grants, we are  investing in
Alaskan arts organizations and artists, which brings huge returns to communities around the state, and
to Alaskans.”

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The National Endowment for the Arts has announced a major award to the Sitka Fine Arts
Summer Camp for $25,000 as part of the NEA Chairman’s Arts Education Initiative.  Only 10 sites
in the U.S. will receive funding this year to support summer arts education programs.

The NEA also awarded $706,300 in grants to Alaskan arts organizations, including the
annual partnership grant to the Alaska State Council on the Arts for $537,800. Other NEA grants
were awarded to:

The Western States Arts Federation awarded $65,510 in grants to various Alaskan performing
arts presenting organizations to support touring productions around the state in FY 2004-2005.
Alaska was the second highest recipient of funds in the 12 state region (California was number
one). Presenting organizations in the following communities received grants: Anchorage, Juneau,
Seldovia, Kodiak, Homer, Ketchikan and Valdez.
