· Online tools will be available for students with accommodations
· Content areas include reading, writing, math and science

· Multiple choice items and a reading constructed response item
· Alaska specific content and style

· Provide online raw-score results for students only
· Survey questions at end for students to complete
· Accessed using the same ACFA website 

Training

· Ongoing district technical support to set up technology and accounts
· ACFA Teachers’ Guide available for classroom use and startup
· WebEx scheduled in month of February for DTCs in preparation of pilot (manual will be provided for distribution)
