READ ME FIRST

Here are a few important notes for the N.E.S.S. Alaska State Standards Lessons:
1. File Names
These lessons follow a naming format to help organize the files.
Example:  RG6M2L5.pdf
R 
represents READING lessons (the lesson may have a M representing MATH lessons)

G
represents GRADE LEVEL and is followed by a NUMBER indicating appropriate grade for the lessons

M
represents MASTERY PACKET and is followed by a NUMBER indicating the mastery packet number

L
represents LESSON and is followed by a NUMBER indicating the lesson number


(some lessons also have the code SF which represents the STUDENT FORM for the lesson indicated)

2. Kindergarten lessons may be found last in the list due to the computer organizational system.
3. Each Mastery Packet contains a schedule that will indicate the content of each of the lessons.
4.  The lessons can be downloaded more quickly by downloading the compressed files and using “Stuffit Expander” to uncompress the files.
5. Downloading may take a long time.  It may be best to download over night.  It is also faster to download files using a direct connection such as Ethernet instead of a wireless network.  A wireless network may run more slowly.
