You must submit your changes for our approval by September 15th. The changes must reflect:
· Changes made necessary by law/regulations;
· Changes made by you, e.g., changes in collection procedures;
· Designation of new approving/hearing official(s); 
· Changes in procedures for accepting applications; and 
Changes in the letter to households or application for free and reduced price meals/free milk.
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
