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ELP Assessment – regulation changes: testing dates, LEP exit criteria, and test security procedures
· ELP testing window is February 1 – March 31 [4 AAC 34.055(c)]

· All personnel administering the IPT must be fully trained

· All personnel formally trained in prior years should receive a refresher training annually

· Test all identified and pending LEP students

· All students with L1 or LP on LEP Student Data Collection 2005-2006

· Test kindergarteners who scored fluent on the IPT 2004 I - Oral English, Form E 
· Former LEP students are not required to take ELP assessment 

· LEP students who met the exit criteria at the end of 2005-2006 (LT) are in the 1st year of monitoring in 2006-2007.

· Former LEP students in 1st or 2nd year of monitoring are not required to take the annual ELP assessment.

· Security forms must be signed and filed prior to each administration [4AAC 06.765]
· ELP Test Coordinator Test Security Agreement (filed with EED)
· ELP Test Administrator Test Security Agreement (filed with district)

· Exit criteria has been adopted in regulation [4 AAC 34.055(d)]

· Student who scores overall proficient or proficient high on state-approved assessment of English language proficiency can be exited from limited English proficiency status; and

· The district must monitor the student’s academic progress for two years thereafter. 

· Former LEP students will be counted for AYP for two years.

· Exit criteria applies to spring 2007 test and all future testing.
