Dear Parents and/or Guardians,

The Work Study program is designed to provide students with career exploration and job training. Students learn job seeking skills while exploring career opportunities available in our community.  Work Study credit is available through two options. Your student can participate in either an unpaid work experience in a career field of interest or in a paid community job.

Your student and I have decided that the work experience option is the most appropriate at this time. Participation in unpaid community work experience requires parent/guardian medical insurance coverage. If you do not have adequate insurance coverage for your student, there is insurance available for school related activities. This covers all activities related to school such as athletic events, extra curricular activities and Work Study explorations, both during and after school hours. For your convenience, I can send an application home with your student if you need one.

We cannot allow your student to participate in a community work exploration until you have filled out the bottom portion of this form and returned it to me.
