DATA TAKING PROCEDURES

Daily Performance Record
Please follow the steps below in taking data. It will help to provide consistent information about each student. It's important to record the data on a regular basis to show patterns of behavior.

1. New student to site: Please take data on all 25 steps for 3 weeks everyday they are at work. Three weeks would show a better pattern and eliminate or at least lower the chances of uncharacteristic performance due to the "honeymoon period."

2. Next, the school district supervisor and the job site supervisor in conjunction with the IEP goals, will find the areas of need and highlight these on the data sheets. Do not highlight more than 5 areas at a time. Concentrating on 2‑3 areas at a time is best. Areas which address IEP objectives should always be included in the areas highlighted.

3. PROBE: Take data on all 25 points (full line) at least every three weeks. (It would be easiest to do it every time you start a new data sheet.) Take data on all 25 points to determine new target areas after a criteria is reached. You will have to do this until a new area surfaces‑‑​probably at least a week.

4. Take data ONLY on the highlighted areas every day the student is present at work, for the remainder of the three weeks.

CRITERIA FOR CHANGE:

5. It is important to limit the student progress. Set a goal (i.e., all 4's for three weeks). After the goal is reached select a new area to concentrate on. Remember you can always go back to the other area if the need arises.
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
