	Lie about your background.

	Be punctual.
	Be rude or contradict the interviewer.

	State your qualifications and abilities.
	Give long rambling answers.

	Act friendly but businesslike.
	Use slang language.

	Be relaxed yet interested.
	Mention personal or financial problems.

	Maintain eye contact and smile.
	Say anything negative about yourself.

	Listen to the interviewer.
	Wear too much makeup.

	Ask positive questions.
	Have a messy or unclean appearance.

	Thank the interviewer for his/her time.
	Chew gum, eat or smoke during the interview.

	Follow up with a thank-you letter.
