EXPENDITURE PLAN

The Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA) allows (and, in some cases, requires) districts to use up to 15% of Part B funds, in combination with other amounts (which may include amounts other than education funds), to develop and implement coordinated, early intervening services (CEIS) for children who have not been identified as needing special education or related services, but who need additional academic and behavioral support to succeed in a general education environment.
